Re: Proposed demolition of the Bruce St Slipper Baths Complex

I am writing to you with regard to the recent decision taken by the Housing, Environmental and Economic Development committee of west Dunbartonshire Council regarding the proposed Clydebank Civic Quarter Development and proposed demolition of the Clydebank Slipper Baths. Having studied the plans feel I must strongly express my objection to this proposal.

The reasons for my objection are:

Lack of consultation:

That no formal public consultation has taken place regarding this proposal before the committee approved the plan.
Creating a precedent:

I fear that the approval of such a proposal in our community will create a precedent allowing other important buildings of such a historic nature to be demolished without consideration to the community and its impact on our historic social legacy. 
Historic relevance:
The Bruce St complex in its integrity is one of the finniest examples of 1930’s Slipper Baths still existing in Scotland, and should be retained as a whole part of the Civic Quarter Complex.

Community:

Across Scotland new legislation is allowing communities to take ownership of community assets to ensure sustainability and community responsibility for land and buildings. This option should be full studied and the people of Clydebank offered the opportunity to bring proposals forward for Community Ownership. It is my opinion that if the Council is unwilling to retain the building that the community should be given the opportunity to take the complex into community ownership.

By it’s own admission the proposal for demolition will reduce our historic heritage, limit our aspiration for a re-born Clydebank and reneges on a commitment to engage with the people on the future development of our town.
As an individual I can’t see any benefit or necessity to our community by approving this proposed demolition and it definitely doesn’t align with the principle of a Proud Past and Dynamic Future for Clydebank! 
I would suggest that the Council work with other partners and the community to ensure that the Town Hall investment is not lost and that the Bruce St Complex be proposed to be taken in to community ownership.

I sincerely hope that you and your colleagues will take all of the above into consideration when contemplating the direction of the Civic Quarter development
